Appeal to Public:

» Any person who has returned from any foreign country or has been in Transit shall
be in self home quarantine for 14 days from the time of arrival in India. irrespective
of having any symptoms or not.

» Any person who has been in contact with a confirmed case of COVID-19 must
remain in home isolation for 14 days.

» To self-notify at the nearest government hospital immediately after the onset of
Symptoms.

To call 104 health help line for all queries pertaining to Covid-19.

» The public are requested to avoid travel, gatherings, crowded areas.
